Diversity & Difference – an exploration of the autism spectrum via painting and poetry 

The theme of all presentations on this tour concerns diversity & difference.  These two talented presenters, both on the autistic spectrum, explore this theme in 
their own unique ways. Sessions will have a positive and 'hope' filled focus. The core component of each session will feature  Wendy and Robyn using their 
favourite means of expression - painting and poetry, as a medium for connecting to the audience. This practical approach will enable them to help participants 
build on their understanding of autism, diversity & societal connections. The remainder of each presentation can be tailored to the requirements of the host and/
or participants. Topics that Wendy and Robyn are able to cover include the following, and hosts can also request other topic areas to suit their specific needs. 

TOPIC AREA A - 'The Passionate Mind: How Individuals with Autism Learn'. This presentation can explore SASD, school & the Teachers Tool Kit 
SExclusion or Inclusion -  what do they really mean? S An exploration of autistic spectrum (AS) & neurotypical (NT) learning styles–the pros & cons of both. 

TOPIC AREA B - 'Relationships, the Autism Spectrum & Social Demand'. Relationships, whether formal, informal, familiar or otherwise, all need to be 
negotiated. Typically developing individuals seem to have little difficulty with communicating needs, wants and desires. They are usually appropriate and can tick 
the right boxes. Wendy and Robyn will explore the trials of gaining the art of social understanding – as Wendy says, "Being AS (on the autistic spectrum) means we 
understand the world differently. This will mean a clash in the social arena. social demand and interaction for AS individuals is a nightmare." 

TOPIC AREA C - 'Take a Walk in Our Shoes - Sharing Our Stories'.  Some areas that Wendy and Robyn can focus on, from their personal perspective, 
include: SASD and its impact upon girls & women (and the guys!) SASD, Families and Communication SStrategies & Interventions for building a positive 
identity as an AS individual.
